The current UTV does not fit their needs 
and would be put for sale with the funds to be used for the new UTV. Motion by Bohm, second 
by Watermolen to approve the sale of the current UTV with the funds going back to the 
department to use for the purchase of the new UTV. Motion carried unanimously.
